Notice emotions both in yourself and in 
your child, especially when they are at a 
low intensity. Simply recognising your 
emotions and the cues you get from your 
body will help you become sensitive to 
your child’s experience of emotions. Once 
you’re aware of your child’s feelings, you 
can then begin to support her to manage 
them. You may wish to keep an emotion 
diary to increase your awareness of the 
thoughts and feelings that come up for 
you and your child throughout the day. 
You can write down your emotions, your 
child’s emotions, the cues you get from 
your child’s body language, what you say, 
and how your child responds.
